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Internet Explorer 9 looks different than Internet Explorer 8.  You have no Favorites bar or any other tool bars.

It also doesn’t have the search box on the right side of the address box.

Internet Explorer 9 icon still has a ring around the Blue E.

Click the Internet Explorer icon to launch Internet Explorer, your Home page will come up.  

IE 9 Address Bar

Move Through Web Pages

To the left of the address sign in box are the Back & Forward arrows.  

These arrows are grayed out until a Web site is open.  

Click the Back arrow to return to the last Web page you viewed.

Click the Forward arrow to move forward through the Web pages you have viewed.
IE9 no longer has the Down arrow to the right of the Back & Forward arrows.  

The Down Arrow was used to open the recently visited menu.  

Display a Specific Web Page
Click in the Address box to highlight the current Web page address, when the address turns blue you can start typing; you don’t have to delete the old address. Example: www.mesasos.com and press Enter .

As you start typing a drop down menu appears, Internet Explorer remembers the addresses of Web pages that you recently visited.  You can select one of these addresses to quickly redisplay a Web page. 

Search Box
IE 9 doesn’t have the search box like IE 8.  The address box and the search box are combined in 

IE 9.  You start typing and the drop down menu opens and it will show recently visited web sites and search suggestions.  Click on which ever one that appears that you are interested in.

Suggestions can be turn on or off.

The down arrow to the right of the search button opens a drop down menu showing all recent web sites and searches you have made.

Refresh a Web Screen

By clicking the Refresh icon you can update Web page information displayed on your screen. 

Internet Explorer will transfer a fresh copy of the Web page to your computer.

Stop Transfer Of Information

Clicking the Red X button stops the downloading. If a Web page is taking a long time to appear on your screen, you can stop the transfer and try it later.

Status bar at the bottom of the page: The green bar shows the loading status.

New Tab

To the right of the address box is the new tab box.  This box shows the web site that you are viewing.

The new tab button allows you to keep favorite web site icons in the address bar drop down menu. 

Compatibility view

Compatibility View: Allows obsolete software to remain compatible with the computer's newer hardware or software.
IE 9 Toolbar Items and Icons

Right click on the House Button or in open area of toolbar bar open a drop down menu that allows you to select which toolbars you want displayed plus some other options.

Clicking the House Icon takes you back to your home page. 

To Change Your Home Page 

Right click the Home icon opens a menu, you can add or change your home page.

You can also remove home pages.

Another way to Change your Home Page 

Click the down arrow by the Tools icon and click Internet options, click Use current to set the Web page displayed on your screen as your new home page, then click OK.

Note: If you are using a dial-up connection you may want to change it to “Blank” as it loads much faster.

Star Button 

Favorites: Opens a list of your Favorite Web pages, click the favorite Web page you want to open.
Favorite Folders: Clicking on the folder opens a drop down menu, clicking a favorite will open it.

Note: Clicking the arrow to the right of the folder opens all of its favorites; they open in Tab group section. 

Click the “Add to Favorites” opens the window to add site to your Favorites list.

Clicking the down arrow by the “Add to Favorites” and it opens a drop down menu.  From this menu you can import or export favorites plus organize them.

History: From here you can also view History, this is a history of Web sites you have visited.  

Clicking on one will open the Web site.

Clicking the down arrow to the right of History opens a menu that allows you to search the history:

By Date

By Site

By Most visited 

By Order of visited today

Feeds Icon
A feed, also known as RSS feed, XML feed, syndicated content, or web feed, is frequently updated content published by a website. It is usually used for news and blog websites, but can also be used for distributing other types of digital content, including pictures, audio or video.
News agencies and other dynamic sites now offer a service called RSS Feeds or RSS. With RSS Feeds the website can feed or download information such as top headlines, current travel discounts, sports scores, and other timely content throughout the day to subscribers. 

What are the benefits of using RSS?
RSS is an easy way for you to be alerted when content that interests you appears on your favorite Web sites. Instead of visiting a particular Web site to browse for new articles and features, RSS automatically tells you when something new is posted online.

If the Feed button [image: image1.png]


in Internet Explorer lights up, it means that the site offers RSS feeds. Click the icon to see the feed and, if you want, subscribe to have the feed automatically sent to your computer. When you click the subscribe button [image: image2.png]


, the feed is automatically added to the Favorites Center and to the Common Feed List for sharing with other programs. 

Feeds: Feeds that are setup can be viewed and clicking on a Feed link will open and refresh it.

Gear Button: Opens a drop down Menu.

Secure Web Sites

Padlock: When you have entered a secure site, the padlock icon will appear to the right of the address box.

Caution: A secure web site starts with https, make sure it has the “s” at the end

.
Add-ons Pop up Bar

When you open IE9 you may receive a message saying: “speed up browsing by disabling add-ons”.

You cannot turn off the notification bar.

You can change the timing on when it appears.

On the Command bar, click Tools

Go to Toolbars.  On the slide out menu, click Disable add-ons

Increase the time from .20 to1.00.  .20 is the default trigger time for the notification, by increasing the time you should receive no more notifications.

Although it is a silent notifications, but still you can temporarily avoid this. Click on "Disable Add-ons" next time when you see that notification, and then increase the time in "Tell me when the total add-on time is" to 30 days. You wont see that notification for next 30 days then and again do the same after that.
From the Choose Add-ons Window you can disable all add-ons

Pin Web Site to Taskbar

In the address bar click on the web site icon and drag and drop in the Taskbar.

Add a Web Site to the Start Menu

Click on the Tools icon (Upper right corner, looks like a washer).

Scroll to File then click Add site to Start Menu

Click Add

Select a Link
Position the mouse over a highlighted word or image of interest, the mouse arrow changes to a hand when over the link.  Click on the word or image to display the linked Web page.
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
